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Sometimes It’s More Than Playing Cowboy





   I have stated many times one must stop every so often and look around to see who is watching you. Our actions show others just who we are, whether we like it or not. We become examples, either good or bad, when we put on the clothes, the guns and the hats of Six Guns and participate at a show.


   One of the greatest compliments I personally have received while being with the group, have come from children.


   For example, at New Amsterdam, a young fella and his dad came up to me. The boy said, “You’re my favorite!”. I could tell he probably was “special” in some way. His dad was also appreciative that I was spending some time talking to him. I know many of you have similar stories, but these little incidents drive home the point, we have admirers of many different ages. THE APACHE KID





Ski-be-nan-ted (Apache Kid) was born on the San Carlos Reservation in about 1860. He worked as a scout under Al Sieber. By July 1882 he had reached the rank of sergeant. The following year he accompanied General � HYPERLINK "http://www.spartacus.schoolnet.co.uk/WWcrookG.htm" �George Crook� on the expedition of the Sierra Madre.


In 1887 the Apache Kid was left in charge of the guardhouse at San Carlos. He left his post in order to hunt down a man he believed was responsible for the death of his father. On his return to the guardhouse there was an argument with � HYPERLINK "http://www.spartacus.schoolnet.co.uk/WWsieber.htm" �Al Sieber�. During the dispute someone (possibly the Apache Kid) shot Sieber in the leg. The Apache Kid escaped but later surrendered to the authorities.


Apache Kid and three others were accused of attempted murder. He was found guilty and was sentenced to seven years in Yuma Territorial Prison. While being transported to the prison the Apache Kid escaped. During the fighting that took place three guards, Glenn Reynolds, Eugene Middleton and W. A. Holmes were killed. 


Over the next few years the Apache Kid was accused of various crimes. However, it is impossible to determine how many of these he actually committed. A $5,000 reward for him, dead or alive, was promised by the Arizona territorial legislature. This did not result in his capture and after 1894 reports of his crimes came to an end. Some sources claimed he died at this time while others argue he had crossed into Mexico and lived to an old age.

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Albert Sieber was born in � HYPERLINK "http://www.spartacus.schoolnet.co.uk/USAEgermany.htm" �Germany� on 29th February, 1844. During the � HYPERLINK "http://www.spartacus.schoolnet.co.uk/USAcivilwar.htm" �American Civil War� Sieber joined the � HYPERLINK "http://www.spartacus.schoolnet.co.uk/USACWarmyU.htm" �Union Army� and as a member of the 1st Minnesota Infantry fought at � HYPERLINK "http://www.spartacus.schoolnet.co.uk/USACWantietam.htm" �Antietam�, � HYPERLINK "http://www.spartacus.schoolnet.co.uk/USACWfredericksburg.htm" �Fredericksburg� and � HYPERLINK "http://www.spartacus.schoolnet.co.uk/USACWgettysburg.htm" �Gettysburg�. 


After the war Sieber he went to Nevada where he unsuccessfully searched for silver. He traveled to California and worked as a cowboy in San Bernardino. Sieber also managed the Williamson Valley ranch until joining General � HYPERLINK "http://www.spartacus.schoolnet.co.uk/WWcrookG.htm" �George Crook� as a scout. By 1872 he was appointed chief of scouts and was placed in charge of 80 Hualapais.


In 1875 Sieber was one of those involved in escorting 1,500 Native Americans from Camp Verde Reservations to San Carlos, Arizona. In 1876 he helped move the Chiricahuas from their reservation in Arizona to San Carlos. 


Sieber remained in the army and was chief scout to Major Tullius Tupper in the Sonora campaign. In 1882 Sieber took part in the fighting that took place at Big Dry Wash in Arizona.


In 1883 General � HYPERLINK "http://www.spartacus.schoolnet.co.uk/WWcrookG.htm" �George Crook� appointed Sieber as chief scout on the Sierra Madre Expedition. On his return he was stationed at San Carlos. In 1887 Sieber was involved in a dispute with the � HYPERLINK "http://www.spartacus.schoolnet.co.uk/WWapacheK.htm" �Apache Kid�. During the dispute someone (possibly the Apache Kid) shot Sieber in the leg. The Apache Kid escaped but later surrendered to the authorities. 


After Major John Bullis sacked him as chief of scouts at San Carlos in December, 1890, Sieber became a prospector. He continued with this work until he was killed by a falling boulder in Arizona on 19th February, 1907.
